Overview 
 

In the past, the Vermont Department of Fish and Wildlife maintained a network of underdeveloped 
public access areas throughout the state. These sites provided a variety of ramps and parking areas most of 
which were difficult to use for the average boater.  In 1984, Fish and Wildlife developed a ten-year plan to 
upgrade and expand upon their network of public access areas.  Due to the success of the plan, the public 
response and the deteriorated condition of so many access areas, it was extended twenty-seven years.  The 
plan as it exists today is a three-phase plan over forty years and is segmented as follows: 
 

Phase I     1984-1993 
Phase II    1994-2008 
Phase III   2009-2028 

 
The department is currently in phase II of this 45-year plan.  The information received from 

anglers, the boating community, and comments from various groups representing the disabled and aging, 
has been used by the department to continuously revise phases II and III in an effort to create 
environments where all anglers and boaters can all enjoy the waters of the state.
